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In order to help ensure the children in our church are safe and 
cared for while participating in Sunday School and worship, 
we’re asking that all adults and youth to help by observing 
these basic safety guidelines while on church property: 
 
At All Times 

• No child in third grade or younger should be walking 
around or left in any room unattended by an adult or 
responsible youth (must be in fourth grade or above and 
designated by the parent/guardian). 

 
 
Sunday School (9:15-10:15) 
 

• The Sunday School hour begins at 9:15 and concludes at 10:15.  
It is expected that parents/caretakers will make a 
reasonable effort to observe these times for the benefit 
of their child, the other students in the class, and the 
Sunday School teacher(s).  

 
• A child should not be left in any classroom without the 

supervision of a responsible party, even if the Sunday 
School hour has already started. 

 
• All children in third grade or below should be signed-in to 

their Sunday School class upon drop-off.  Emergency 
contact information should be provided in case a teacher 
or the Sunday School Superintendent needs to locate a 
parent/caretaker during the course of the Sunday School 
hour. 

 
• It is expected that an adult or responsible youth (must be 

in fourth grade or above and designated by the 
parent/guardian) will pick-up a child from Sunday School 
at the designated time.  No child in grade three or 
younger will be allowed to leave without being signed-
out by a responsible party.  In the case that no one comes 
to pick the child up, he/she will be escorted to the worship 
space and left in the care of a member of the Ministry 
Team, of the Discipleship Board, of the Sunday School 
Teachers Team, or a designee until the parent/caretaker is 
located. 

 
 
Nursery 
 

• No child should be left in the nursery without the 
supervision of a responsible party. 
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• On Sunday mornings, the nursery is open from 8:15 until the 

end of the 10:30 worship service.  The nursery is only for 
children ages birth-4 years and 5 year-olds rising into 
kindergarten the following fall.  In the case of special 
services or other events during which the nursery is open, 
the program coordinator will designate the age range of 
nursery/child care participants. 

 
• All children should be signed-in to the nursery upon drop-

off.  Emergency contact information must be provided in 
case an attendant needs to locate a parent/caretaker 
during the course of the morning. 

 
• It is expected that an adult or responsible youth (must be 

in fourth grade or above and designated by the 
parent/guardian) will pick-up a child from the nursery no 
later than immediately following the end of the 10:30 
worship service (on Sundays) or by the close of the special 
service or other event as defined.  No child will be allowed 
to leave the nursery without being signed-out by a 
responsible party.
