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No matter where you are on life’s journey, you are welcome here.   
Because Jesus has taught us to love the Lord our God with all our heart, soul, strength,  

and mind, and to love our neighbors as ourselves, we invite people of every race, ethnicity, sexual  
orientation, age, marital status, economic circumstance, and physical and mental ability into the worship, 

rites and sacraments, fellowship, and leadership of our church. 

Last week the Religious Coalition for Emergency Human Needs celebrated its 30th 

anniversary.  The Coalition, which runs the county‘s largest homeless shelter, pro-
vides prescription assistance for those who cannot afford medicine, is the first re-

sponder in the case of threat of eviction, provides energy assistance for families and 
individuals who are in danger of losing their utilities, and offers a number of other 

services, is essential for the wellbeing of our county‘s most vulnerable citizens. 

Its work began in 1981 when the federal government cut government support for 

social service programs by 25%.  A group of county churches, including ours, 
stepped forward to provide some of the care that the government no longer would.  

As the population in Frederick has grown, the need for emergency financial assis-
tance has grown.  The Coalition‘s newsletter reports, "In 2010, the Religious Coalition 
prevented 1,100 families from being evicted, over 1,000 clients were able to pay for 
prescription medications for chronic illnesses, and 300 homeless clients found shelter 
in the Alan P. Linton Jr., Emergency Shelter.  More than 300 clients a month were 
served at our Service Center and our food banks served 1,400 families a month." 

On this 30th anniversary we are entering a time when the same pressures are 
before us.  Efforts to reduce government support for social programs have drastically 

reduced funds available for vulnerable citizens.  To simply provide the same level of 
care the Coalition will need to double contributions for individuals and families.  As 

Christians and as churches we are being called on once again to respond to this 

need. 

Our church, through the Discipleship Board, has signed up to be a partner con-
gregation with the Coalition.  This means we make a significant financial contribution 

to the Coalition‘s work as well as encouraging our members to be involved as volun-
teers.  Beyond our church‘s commitment to their work each of us will have the oppor-

tunity to make a personal contribution in June. 

Many of the county churches, along with the Jewish and Muslim communities and 
political, business and service leaders, have organized a 48 hour fast to raise money 

for the Coalition and other county non-profits.  The fast will take place June 16 and 

17. The goal is to replace or perhaps exceed the funds for non-profits cut by the 
county government.  You are invited to fast for some or all of those 48 hours and 

donate the money saved on food/restaurant purchases to the Coalition or another a 
non-profit in the county.  You can read more about the fast by going to 

www.frederick48.com. 

While a fast is a biblically based means of focusing one‘s attention, 48 hours of 

going without our favorite burger or dessert will not solve the problem of how we 
care for the poor among us.  The prophet Isaiah said: 

Is not this the fast that I choose: to loose the bonds of injustice, 
to undo the thongs of the yoke, to let the oppressed go free, and to break 
every yoke? 
Is it not to share your bread with the hungry, and bring the homeless poor 
into your house; when you see the naked, to cover them, and not to hide 
yourself from your own kin? 
Then your light shall break forth like the dawn, and your healing shall spring 
up quickly. (Isaiah 58:6-8) 

May the grumbling in our stomachs on the 16th and 17th remind us what God tru-

ly desires for us and all God‘s people.
